To provide facilities for people with a disability to access ferry and pleasure / recreational craft at Darling Point Wharf in accordance with the Disability Discrimination Act and Council's Environmental, Social and Disability Access Plans.

Changes of level between the ferries and the wharf, which presently require steps for access.

Identified Constraints

· The severe natural physical constraints that exist at this site.
· The allocation of the necessary funding to upgrade the wharf and provide facilities for persons with a disability, having regard to competing requirements to undertake other Capital Works projects throughout the Municipality of Woollahra.

Note: Compliance with the above completion date of 2016/2017 for this wharf together with the proposed completion dates for the two other ferry wharves will result in 100 % of the Council's public ferry wharves being accessible to persons with disabilities. This exceeds the Disability Standards for Accessible Public Transport of the Disability Discrimination Act, which requires 90 % by December 2017.
