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Q1: Can you tell us about employment and training experiences in Australia for African Australians?

I believe that more employers as a whole should give African Australians a chance at utilizing their skills to better the organisation and the country. This is especially true in light of a recent report that said foreigners have to submit more applications to gain employment, when compared to someone with an Anglo-Saxon name. 

However, I believe that change is coming and employers will not necessarily treat us all equally, but better than the current state as they realize our potential.
Q2: Can you tell us about education experiences in Australia for African Australians?

The assumption is that because you are black, you are a refugee and not knowledgeable about current events and global matters. 

However, in more prestigious institutions such as The University of Melbourne, the assumption changes because it is difficult to enter the school.
Q3: Can you tell us about experiences with Australian health systems and services in regard to the health and well-being of African Australians?

Private healthcare is the best option.
Q4: Can you tell us about housing experiences in Australia for African Australians?

Real estate agents and landlords assume that you are a refugee because of the colour of your skin.
Q5: Can you tell us about experiences with the Australian justice and legal systems for African Australians?

I am a firm believer that people who break the law, regardless of their skin colour, should be punished accordingly. Crime and insecurity affects us all equally and should be punished as such. However, minorities often receive little assistance from Police and are automatically viewed suspiciously because of stereotypes.
Q6: Anything else?
Media - Black people are refugees and criminals.

Immigration - Unnecessarily hard for students and migrants who add value to the country.

Transport - The entire system is creaking.

Socially - The stereotypes and assumptions. We are all not refugees, we are all not knife wielding thugs.
