Many of the changes seem fair and reasonable, although it would seem that not all rights can or will be granted; to grant all rights is to confer a status equivalent to a Civil Union, which cannot happen under current law.

So having a huge grab bag of proposed changes does not guarantee any particular proposal, and it will be left to history to decide if the outcome was satisfactory.

We particularly noted the previous tendency to give support only to active personnel, and none afterwards, and we would propose that the changes proposed here are a matter of urgency.

This is the approximate price for SRS (Sexual Reassignment Surgery), around $20,000-$30,000 with pre-op and post-op care, transport, food and shelter, clothes, and ancillary costs.

Transsexuals often have little or no money, and unless they pass well, have limited work choices.

Medicare coverage for SRS, Hormone Therapy, Facial hair removal would be appreciated.

And since their perceived gender can change at the touch of a scalpel, same-opposite sex marriages can arise and disappear just as easily, without any changes to anything but SRS:

- The law should be amended to preserve stable families, even if it implies a de facto recognition of a civil union of some sort.

- People should not lose any rights or entitlements because of a sex change.
