· How would you describe the immigration detention facility? Are there fences, checkpoints and mechanisms that limit the movement of children?

· Is there access to a natural environment for children?

· Is there private space for children and families for living and sleeping?

· Is the immigration detention facility a clean and pleasant environment?

· In your view, what is the impact of detention on children? Describe your response to the conditions of detention for children.
The impact of the length of detention on children

· Does the timeframe of the detention have a particular impact on children? For example, is there any difference in the ways in which a child responds to immigration detention after 1 week, 1 month, 3 months, 6 months, 1 year? Please give examples.
All released imagery, as well as journalistic and anecdotal descriptions, of the facilities in which children are presently being detained, leaves me in no doubt whatsoever that the conditions of detention are abominable and immensely detrimental to the health and well being, current and future, of children and adults in detention. 








It is apparent that the optimum outcome for all concerned, for economic, medical, psychological, judicial, social and ethical purposes, that the absolute bare minimum amount of time necessary for appropriate processing (using international benchmarks) should be the gold standard, especially given the parlous state of detention facilities. 
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
