· How would you describe the immigration detention facility? Are there fences, checkpoints and mechanisms that limit the movement of children?

· Is there access to a natural environment for children?

· Is there private space for children and families for living and sleeping?

· Is the immigration detention facility a clean and pleasant environment?

· In your view, what is the impact of detention on children? Describe your response to the conditions of detention for children.
Children need to be enrolled in a school and they need socialisation to learn appropriate social skills. They need to have a proper education so that they can have a chance at a bright future. The current situation is not adequately educating these children and keeping then from enjoying one of the most important aspects of being a child. The eagerness that young children have to lean is immeasurable and keeping children in detention centres instead of in society and enrolled in a school is throwing away their future. All children everywhere have the right to be free and educated. 
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
