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Work and Money
Legislative Reform:

1) All federal legislation relating to employment and financial affairs must be amended so that same-sex couples are treated equally before the law and attract the same financial benefits and responsibility as heterosexual couples. There must be a comprehensive review of the legislative schemes in a wide range of areas, such as taxation, superannuation, the Defence Force, the Federal Police and the Commonwealth public service.

Policy Reform:

a) It is recommended that the Federal Government investigate and research the financial impact of marginalisation on the GLBT community. Areas such as unemployment and access to tertiary studies should be analysed with reference to the GLTB community to determine if there is a need for specific programs or initiatives to ensure greater levels of equality within Australian society.
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
